“The Blaenavon Industrial Landscape
presents a large number of individual
monuments of outstanding value within the

context of a rich and continuous relict
landscape, powerfully evocative of the

Industr/al Revolution. It is one of the prime

areas of the world where the full social
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economic and technological process of
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production can be studied and understood”

Even though in 2000, UNESCO designated
the area as a World Heritage Site, the
landscape is seen by many as a neglected
wasteland — a forgotten landscape. The
area and its people were immortalized by
Alexander Cordell in the ‘Rape of the Fair
Country’ and in 1943 Graham Sutherland
produced a series of paintings of the
spectacular Canada Tips. This project will
